Guest Player Rule
Sometimes you can’t get all parents to commit to an early 
weekend in June, so your team is in need of a player or two if 
it’s going to enter the Kohl’s American Cup.  For that reason, 
we allow up to two guest players for teams that may other-
wise not be able to enter the tournament.

The guest player(s) must be recreational-registered players.  
No exceptions will be made, and Iowa Soccer o#  cials will 
make the $ nal determination of eligible guest players.

Use guest players only if you need them.  This allowance is not intented so coaches can exclude available players in order to put together a 
“tournament team.”  Regular-season maximum roster sizes apply.
